Welcome to Broomley Pre-school.

Broomley Pre-school offers sessional care for 3-4yr olds.

Up to twenty-four children are accommodated at any one time and sessions run from Monday to Friday 9am-3pm. We also offer wrap around care 8am-9am and 3pm-5.30pm.
We are situated in the grounds of Broomley First School and share an enclosed outdoor area with the reception class. 

Our involvement within the school makes the children’s transition into full time education seamless.
We are a community run, non-profit-making organisation, managed by a voluntary committee of Parents/Guardians. 
The committee is elected at the Annual General meeting in October and we hold meetings 1-2 times per term. The committee work alongside staff to review policies, fund raise and help make important decisions. If you are not a member of the committee, we would still be grateful for your help with fund raising and arranging activities. 

We have four members of staff who work closely together to plan a range of stimulating activities, creating learning opportunities for the children based on the foundation stage curriculum. We may also employ bank staff who work on a regular basis.
Staffing level is 1:8 maximum staff to child ratio.

Additional needs will be catered for as required.

· To provide quality care and education in a safe environment.

· To create a stimulating, developmentally appropriate curriculum to meet the needs of each individual.

· To support parents and families, share information and resources and offer practical advice.
· To work within a framework that ensures equal opportunities for both children and adults.

We offer an excellent range of activities which will help your child mature and develop in a child orientated environment. We believe that children learn through play with adult support and encourage child-initiated activities.
Children are able to access the outdoor area throughout the morning, choosing to do activities indoors or outdoors, please send your child in old clothes as we can often get very messy.
There are Pre-school sweatshirts available for you to purchase if you require.

We encourage and value parental involvement. There is a Parent notice board with relevant and current information situated in the cloakroom for you to view.

Curriculum

Within the group, all children are supported in developing their potential at their own pace.

We have regular planning meetings to discuss the development of the children’s interests and needs so that we can build upon this and extend their knowledge and skills.
We will provide developmentally appropriate activities which will enable the children to progress with confidence.

As outlined by the Early Years Foundation Stage, the key areas in which progress is expected are;

The three Prime areas;
Personal, Social and Emotional Development.
We aim to provide a nurturing environment where the children are valued as individuals, encouraged to work independently and also as part of the group. Through activities the children are encouraged to share and co-operate with others, learn acceptable ways to express their own feelings and have respect for others.
Communication and Language.
We encourage the children to extend their vocabulary and fluency by talking and listening in large and small groups. We use stories, songs and
rhymes to help the children learn that the written word carries meaning 
and encourage them to become familiar with books. 
Physical Development

We have a range of equipment for the children to use both indoors and outdoors, allowing them to become more confident and develop their own skills.

Adult supervision enables the children to safely create and meet physical challenges, developing increasing skill and control in moving, climbing and balancing 

Four Specific areas;
Literacy

Development involves encouraging children to link letters and sounds and to begin to be interested in reading and writing. Children will be given access to a wide range of reading materials to ignite their interest. Mark making equipment is available at all times.
Mathematics.
With adult support the children become familiar with counting, sorting, matching and sequencing activities. Children will be encouraged to learn mathematical vocabulary and problem solve giving them a sound basis of early years mathematics.

Understanding the World.

We provide a safe and stimulating environment which enables the children to explore and experiment with a range of materials. They will learn to use simple tools, use the computer and observe features of living things and people and places.
Expressive Arts and Design
We supply a wide range of resources which allows the children to express their own ideas and feelings.

Art supplies include paints, brushes, different sponges, chalks, crayons, glue etc as well as natural and recycled materials.
Children are encouraged to explore colour, texture, create 2 and 3d models, listen to and play music, and engage in imaginative play.

Outdoor Day
Each week we will offer an outdoor day. This will be held on a Wednesday and is a method of outdoor education that allows children to develop confidence, independence, self-esteem and awareness and knowledge of the natural environment. 
Purpose/Aims of being outdoors 

1. To provide experiences that encourages an appreciation, awareness and knowledge of the natural environment. 

2. To develop the ability to assess risks safely. 

3. To develop self-esteem and self confidence.

4. To be able to solve problems and challenges.

5. To be able to work together and help each other, as well as working independently.

6. To develop practical skills.

7. To be able to use a variety of tools meaningfully and safely. 

Key Person system.

Your child will be allocated a named key person who will work closely with your child, making observations and supporting their learning.

We will keep a learning journal where your child’s work will be displayed along with photographs and written comments from the key person and other staff. You are also welcome to contribute to these files and are able to view them at any time. They will be yours to take away at the end of the school year.

Policies

All policies and procedures are available for you to view at any time in Pre-school; we can also email them to you on your request. There is a selection of policies for you to view on our website.
Confidentiality - We would ask you not to discuss information of a sensitive nature, regarding the children outside the group. 
Staff will not disclose any information that you may give us in confidence.
Entrance

Please enter the school through the front pedestrian entrance, follow the path to the left-hand side of the building to the Pre-school gate. Please do not enter Broomley First School playground unless you need to collect another child.
Do not on any occasion cut across the car park at the front of the school. 

Snacks

We ask parents to pay a contribution of £8.00 towards the children’s snacks and cooking ingredients each term. There will be a range of different fruits along with, toast, biscuit or a cracker offered daily. Due to the new rules regarding food allergens, pre-school will buy the snacks and display any food items containing the 14 common allergens on the display board. 
Lunch
Children are able to bring a packed lunch or order a school dinner. Please note that we are a Nut Free school and ask that no nut products are included in their lunch box. As a school we promote healthy eating and ask that no sweets are included with their lunch. Please ensure grapes are halved if included. We encourage children to drink water, you are able to send in a water bottle or we can provide this.
Payment for school lunches, which is £2.88, will need to be paid to the pre-school.
Collection of children

Please inform the staff if anyone other than yourself will be collecting your child. 

Please be prompt when collecting your child from Pre-school.
An adult will remain with your child until collected, please contact the Pre-school if you know you are going to be late.

A late collection fee of £2.00 will be charged if you have not collected your child by 12.15pm or 3.15pm and then £2.50 every half hour after this time.
Of course, we understand that there are times when you may be late due to unforeseen circumstances which will be taken in to consideration.
Illness

Please inform the Pre-school if your child is going to be absent.
Children who have experienced vomiting or diarrhoea should remain home for 48hrs before returning to Pre-school.

If your child becomes ill during the session, every effort will be made to contact you. (Please read the Sick Child Policy)
Fund Raising.

As we are a charity run organisation, we rely on fund raising activities and appreciate any input or suggestions from parents/guardians.

School Closure

At certain times throughout the year, we may arrange an outing, such as a visit to Whitehouse Farm. Parents/guardians will be invited to come along and accompany their child. On these occasions Pre-school will be closed.
If Broomley First School is closed due to bad weather conditions Pre-school will also be closed.
Fees

Children are entitled to 15/30 hours of funded education per week.

Pre-school fees are £5.00 per hr or £15.00 per extra session
